A Proverb a Day for Wisdom

Plan to read a chapter each day, one for each day of the month. Read the one that corresponds to that day. For example, on the 17th of the month, read Proverbs 17. 

If you miss a day, you don't have to try to catch up. Just read the Proverb for the appointed day. You may want to read these Proverbs in a different translation each month.

YOUR QUIET TIME OUGHT TO

HAVE A TIME OF PRAYER.
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Confession
· We need to start here so that we can enter into God's presence as clean vessels.
· If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.I John 1:9

Adoration
· Adoration is praising God for who He is, as opposed to thanksgiving which praises God for what he has given to us and done for us. 

· From the rising of the sun unto the going down of the same the Lord's name is to be praised.Psalms 113:3

· Praise ye the Lord, Praise the Lord, 0 my soul. While I live will I praise the Lord: I will sing praises unto my God while I have any being. Psalms 146:1-2
· Blessed be the Lord my strength, which teacheth my hands to war, and my fingers to fight: My goodness, and my fortress; my high tower, and my deliverer; my shield, and he in whom I trust; who subdueth my people under me. Psalms 144:1-2

Thanksgiving
· In everything give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you.I Thessalonians 5:18
· This means exactly what it says. In the times of blessing and the times of testing or difficulty we are to thank God. To thank God even when we don't feel like it is not hypocrisy; it is obedience. Thanksgiv​ing acknowledges the truth of Romans 8:28.
· And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose. Romans 8:28
· Thanksgiving shows our appreciation and gratitude for what God has done for us in the past and shows our faith in Him for what He is going to do to work out our present situation for our good.

· Thanksgiving as well as praise cannot be neglected in our prayer time. In Romans 1:21-32 Paul describes the downward progression of man into sin. The list of de​generating acts is depressingly descriptive and ends at the very bottom of the pit. But notice verse 21! At the very beginning of the downward progression was lack of praise and thanks.
· Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened. Romans 1:21
· Let us be careful to give thanks in everything in obed​ience to God.

Intercession
· Intercession is praying in behalf of another, for an​other's needs. Not to intercede for others is a sin against God.
· Moreover as for me, God forbid that I should sin I against the Lord in ceasing to pray for you: but I  will teach you the good and the right way.I Samuel 12:23
· It is useful to keep a prayer list to help us remember those people God has laid upon our hearts. We  should intercede for the lost, our families and relatives, fellow Christians, the Church, our government leaders, and missionaries--just to name a few.

Petition
· Petition is laying my own needs before God.
· Casting all your care upon him; for he careth for you.I Peter 5:7


·  Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.  And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus. Philippians 4:6-7 
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
